AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, KAUFMAN COUNTY, 
TEXAS 

AMENDING  CHAPTER 2, ADMINISTRATION, SECTION 2; TERRELL 
MUNICIPAL AIRPORT BOARD, TERRELL CITY CODE REVISED; 
PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE. 

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, 
KAUFMAN COUNTY, TEXAS THAT: 
 

ARTICLE I.      
 
     Chapter 2, Administration, Section 2: of the Terrell City Code Revised is hereby 
amended as follows: 
 
Sec. 2-2. Terrell Municipal Airport Board. 
 

A. Composition and Appointment of Members.   The Terrell Municipal 
Airport Board shall consist of eight members appointed by the City 
Council.  This board shall consist of members residing both in the city and 
out of town residents.  The City Manager or his designee shall serve as an 
ex-officio member of the board. 

 
B. Terms of Members and Vacancies.  All appointments to the Terrell 

Municipal Airport Board shall be for a term of two (2) years.  Members 
must meet the policy guidelines established by the City Council for all 
board members of the city.  Vacancies on the Terrell Municipal Airport 
Board occurring other than through expiration shall be filled by the City 
Council for that portion of the unexpired term remaining. 

 
Term Limitations - No person shall serve more than three (3) consecutive terms as a 
member of the Terrell Municipal Airport Board. 
 

C. Members to Serve Without Pay.  Members of the Terrell Municipal 
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Airport Board shall serve without pay. 
 
D. Officers.  The Terrell Municipal Airport Board shall annually elect a 

chairman and vice-chairman.  The City Manager or his designee shall 
serve as secretary to the board. 

 
 
 

E. Frequency of Board Meetings.  The Terrell Municipal Airport Board shall 
meet upon the call of the chairman of the board. 

 
F. Quorum.  Five (5) members of the Terrell Municipal Airport Board, 

exclusive of the City Manager, shall constitute a quorum. 
 

G. Absence.  Members with three (3) consecutive unexcused absences per 
calendar year from regular or posted meetings shall forfeit the unexpired 
portion of their term. 

 
H. General Duties.  It shall be the duty of the Terrell Municipal Airport Board 

to: 
 

(1) Develop recommendations for the planning of future airport development 
and improvements; 

 
(2) Develop recommendations for the financing and implementation of 

specific improvements for general aviation facilities at the Terrell 
Municipal Airport; 

 
(3) Cooperate with all individuals, groups, or agencies to encourage and 

facilitate the use of general aviation facilities at the Terrell Municipal 
Airport; 

 
(4) Investigate and make recommendations with regard to the city’s 

participation in programs sponsored by the state or federal government for 
the improvement of general aviation facilities; 

 
(5) Submit any reports as may be requested from time to time by the City 

Council; and 
 

(6) Submit recommendations on any rules, regulations, or ordinances 
pertaining to the control of the general aviation facilities at the Terrell 
Municipal Airport. 

 
I. Minutes of Meetings and Reports.  All policy recommendations made by 

the Terrell Municipal Airport Board shall be submitted to the City Council 
through the City Manager, acting as secretary to the board. 
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J. Airport Administration.  The City Manager shall be charged with the 

responsibility of the administration, management, and coordination of all 
general aviation facilities at the Terrell Municipal Airport.  The City 
Manager shall be directly responsible to the City Council for the execution 
of such duties. 

 
ARTICLE II. 

 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such 

conflict, hereby repealed. 
 

ARTICLE III. 
 

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council that the sections, 
paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are severable and, if any 
phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section of this Ordinance shall be declared 
unconstitutional by the valid judgement or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, 
such unconstitutionality shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, 
paragraphs, and sections of this ordinance, since the same would have been enacted by 
the City Council without the incorporation in this ordinance of any such unconstitutional 
phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section. 
 

ARTICLE IV. 
 

This Ordinance will take effect immediately from and after its passage and the 
publication of the caption, as the law in such cases provides.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, KAUFMAN COUNTY, 
TEXAS AMENDING ORDINANCE 1415 ESTABLISHING A FIREMEN’S 
AND POLICEMAN’S CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION; PROVIDING 
FOR APPOINTMENT OF COMMISSIONERS AND SETTING TERMS 
OF OFFICE; ESTABLISHING THE OFFICE OF DIRECTOR OF 
FIREMEN’S AND POLICEMEN’S CIVIL SERVICE; AND PROVIDING 
THAT THE POWERS, DUTIES AND PROCEDURES BEFORE SAID 
COMMISSION SHALL BE THOSE PROVIDED IN TEXAS REVISED 
CIVIL STATUTE ARTICLE 1269m;  PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF 
CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; 
AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
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BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, 
KAUFMAN COUNTY, TEXAS THAT: 
 
Ordinance No. 1415 of the Terrell City Code of Ordinances is hereby amended as 
follows: 
 
WHEREAS, a majority of the qualified voters of the City of Terrell, Texas on November 
18, 1947, adopted Chapter 325, Acts of the 50th Legislature of the State of Texas, Regular 
Session, as thereafter amended and known as Texas Revised Civil Statue Article 1269m, 
and amendments thereto; and 
 
WHEREAS, as a part of the re-codification of municipal ordinances, the City Council of 
the City of Terrell has directed the passage of a new civil service ordinance;  
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF TERRELL, KAUFMAN COUNTY, TEXAS THAT: 
 
SECTION 1: 
 

ARTICLE I. 
 
A. CIVIL SERVICE COMMISSION CREATED 

In accordance with Article 1269m of the Texas Revised Civil Statutes, as 
presently constituted or as hereafter amended, there is hereby established a 
Firemen’s and Policemen’s Civil Service Commission. 

 
B. COMMISSIONERS 

The Commission shall consist of three (3) members appointed by the City 
Manager and confirmed by the City Council.  Members shall serve three (3) year 
terms with the term of one member expiring each year.  
 
The City Manager may reappoint a Commission member to consecutive terms. A 
Commission member may not serve more than three (3) consecutive terms unless 
the member’s reappointment to a fourth (4th) or subsequent consecutive term is 
confirmed by the City Council. 

 
The current Commission shall continue as the Civil Service Commission.  As the 
terms of the members of the Commission expire, the City Manager shall appoint 
members in the manner and as prescribed by this ordinance.  The City Manager 
shall appoint initial members required to be appointed under this ordinance to 
serve terms of less than three (3) years. 

 
C. QUALIFICATIONS OF COMMISSIONERS 

Each Commissioner so appointed shall be of good moral character, be a citizen of 
the United States; a resident of the City of Terrell, Texas who has resided in the 
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city for more than three (3) years; shall be over the age of twenty-five (25) years, 
and shall not have held any public office within the preceding three (3) years.  
Commissioners shall serve without pay. 

 
 
 
 
D. FILLING VACANCIES 

If a vacancy occurs or if an appointee fails to qualify within ten (10) days after the 
date of appointment, the City Manager shall appoint a person to serve the 
remainder of the unexpired term in the same manner as the original appointment. 

 
E. CHAIRPERSON OF COMMISSION 

The Commissioners shall within ten (10) days after qualification, and annually 
thereafter during the month of January, elect a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson. 

 
F. MEETINGS 

Two members of the Civil Service Commission shall constitute a quorum.  The 
Commission shall meet each month at the date, hour, and place set by the 
Chairperson, and at such other times as required by its duties. 

 
G. REMOVAL FROM OFFICE 

If at a meeting held for that purpose, the City Council finds that a Commission 
member is guilty of misconduct in office, the City Council may remove the 
member.  The member may request that the meeting be held in an open hearing in 
accordance with Chapter 551, of the Texas Government Code. 

 
If a Commission member is indicted or charged by information with a criminal 
offense involving moral turpitude, the member shall be automatically suspended 
from office until disposition of the charge.  Unless the member pleads guilty, the 
member shall resume office at the time of disposition of the charge. 

 
The City Council may appoint a substitute Commission member during a period 
of suspension.  If a member pleads guilty or is found to be guilty of a criminal 
offense involving moral turpitude, the City Council shall appoint a replacement 
Commission member to serve the remainder of the disqualified member’s term. 

 
ARTICLE II. 

 
A. DIRECTOR OF CIVIL SERVICE 

There is hereby created the office of Director of the Firemen’s and Policemen’s 
Civil Service, which office shall be filled by the appointment of the Commission.  
The Director so appointed shall be of good moral character, a resident of the City 
of Terrell, Texas, shall be over the age of twenty-five (25) years, and shall not 
have held any public office within the preceding three (3) years.  The Director 
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may be either a member of the Commission, another employee of the City, or 
some other person. 

 
B. COMPENSATION 

The City Council shall set the salary, if any, to be paid to the Director. 
 
 
 
C. DUTIES OF THE DIRECTOR 

The Director shall serve as Secretary to the Commission, and shall perform all 
such work incidental to the Firemen’s and Policemen’s Civil Service as may be 
required by the Commission. 

 
D. REMOVAL OF THE DIRECTOR 

The Director shall at all times be subject to removal by the Commission upon 
majority vote. 

ARTICLE III. 
 

POWERS OF THE COMMISSION 
The Commission shall have all the powers authorized by Article 1269m of the 
Texas Revised Civil Statutes, as presently constituted or as hereafter amended, 
and shall make such rules and regulations for the proper conduct of its business as 
it shall find necessary and expedient, provided that no rules and regulations shall 
ever be adopted with will permit the appointment or employment of any person 
without good moral character, or any person unfit mentally or physically, or any 
person incompetent to discharge the duties of such appointment or employment.  
Such rules and regulations shall also prescribe what shall constitute cause for 
removal or suspension of Firemen or Policemen, but no rule  
shall be valid unless it complies with the grounds for suspension or removal 
specified by the act. 

 
ARTICLE IV. 

 
STRIKING PROHIBITED 
It shall be unlawful from and after passage of this Ordinance for any Fireman or 
Policeman coming under the provisions of this Ordinance to engage in any strike 
against the City of Terrell, Texas.  A person violating this provision shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor and shall, after conviction, be fined not less than Ten 
Dollars ($10.00) nor more than One Hundred Dollars ($100.00).  In addition, any 
person who has been convicted of the violation of this provision shall be 
automatically released and discharged from the Terrell Fire or Police Department 
and shall thereafter be ineligible to receive any pay or compensation out of any 
public funds of the City of Terrell, Texas. 

 
ARTICLE V. 
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CIVIL SERVICE NOT APPLICABLE TO OTHER CITY EMPLOYEES 
It is the intent of the City Council of the City of Terrell, Texas, that the employee 
practices and the adoption of Article 1269m of the Texas Revised Civil Statutes 
shall not be construed as applying or affecting any employees other than 
employees of the Terrell Fire and Police Departments subject to such act. 

 
SECTION II:

conflict, hereby repealed.

phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph, or section.

LIBRARY ADVISORY BOARD, TERRELL CITY CODE REVISED; 
PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE 
DATE. 

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TERRELL,

ARTICLE I.      
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     Chapter 2, Administration, Section 4: of the Terrell City Code Revised is hereby 
amended as follows: 
 
Sec. 2-4.  Library Advisory Board. 
 

A. Library Advisory Board Created.  There is hereby created a Library 
Advisory Board composed of nine (9) members, each of whom shall be 
appointed by the City Council.  Seven (7) members of the board shall be 
residents of the City of Terrell.  Two (2) members of the board shall be 
residents of Kaufman County living outside the City of Terrell.  The 
members of such board shall serve without remuneration for their service.  
Additionally, the library director shall serve as an ex-officio nonvoting 
member of the board. 

 
B. Officers.  A chairperson and vice-chairperson of the board shall be elected 

by a majority of the members of the board at the beginning of the first 
meeting held each year.  The chairperson of the board shall preside over 
all meetings of the board, appoint all committees, execute all documents 
authorized by the board, serve as an ex-officio voting member of all 
committees, and generally perform all duties associated with that office.  
In the absence of the chairperson, the vice-chairperson shall assume and 
perform the duties of that office.  The City Manager or his  designee shall 
serve as secretary of the board, attending and keeping minutes of all 
meetings. 

 
C. Terms of Office.  All appointments to the Terrell Library Advisory Board 

shall be  for a term of two (2) years.  All board members must meet the 
policy guidelines established by the City Council for all board members of 
the city.  Vacancies on the Terrell Library Advisory Board occurring other 
than through expiration shall be filled by the City Council for that portion 
of the unexpired term remaining. 

 
Term Limitations - No person shall serve more than three (3) consecutive terms as a 
member of the Terrell Library Advisory Board. 
 

D. Meetings.  The board shall meet at regular quarterly intervals with 
advance notice being given in accordance with the Texas Open Meetings 
Law, as amended.  Additional meetings may be called at the request of the 
chairperson or upon written request of three (3) members or upon notice 
from the library director.  Five (5) members shall constitute a quorum and 
any action taken at a meeting shall require the affirmative vote of a 
majority of the members present. 

 
E. Absence.  Members with three (3) consecutive unexcused absences per 

calendar year from regular or posted meetings shall forfeit the unexpired 
portion of their term.

F. General Duties of the Board.  The Library Advisory Board shall act only 

in an advisory capacity to the City Council in all matters pertaining to the 
library and shall acquaint itself with and make a continuous study and 
review of the library services offered by the Terrell Public Library.

There is hereby created the Terrell Park 
Board which shall be composed of seven (7) members who shall be resident citizens, 
taxpayers, and qualified voters of the City and who must meet the policy guidelines 
established by the City Council for all board members of the City. Members of the board 
shall be appointed by a majority vote of the City Council.  All appointments to the Terrell 
Park Board shall be for a term of two (2) years.  Vacancies on the Terrell Park Board 
occurring other than through expiration shall be filled by the City Council for that portion 
of the unexpired terms remaining. 
 
Term Limitations – No appointed office holder shall serve more than three (3) 
consecutive terms in the position to which the office holder was appointed. 
 
(b)   Members to serve without pay.  Members of the Terrell Park Board shall serve 
without pay.   
 
(c)   Officers.  The Terrell Park Board shall annually elect a chairperson and vice 
chairperson.  The City Manager or his designee shall serve as Secretary.   The 
chairperson shall preside over all meetings of the board and may call special meetings at 
any time. The vice chairperson shall act in the absence of the chairperson and shall have 
all the powers of the chairperson when so acting. The secretary shall keep minutes of all 
meetings and perform such other duties as requested from time to time by the 
chairperson.  
  
(d)   Meetings of the board.  The Terrell Park Board shall regularly meet at the city hall 
on the third Wednesday of each month.  The board may by a majority vote change the 
time and place of a regular meeting to any other time or place. Notice of all meetings 
shall be given in accordance with Texas Open Meetings Law, as amended. Additional 
meetings may be called upon request of the chairperson or upon written request by three 
members of the board or upon notice from the parks and recreation director. Four 
members of the board shall constitute a quorum and any action taken at a meeting shall 
require the affirmative vote of a majority of the members present. All meetings shall be 
governed in accordance with the rules and procedures as established by the board.   
 
(e)   General duties of the board.  It shall be the duty of the Terrell Park Board to:   
(1)   Make recommendations for the improvement and/or expansion of existing parks; 
(2)   Make recommendations for the acquisition and development of additional parks; 
(3)   Make recommendations for regulations regarding the use of the parks; and 
(4)   Make recommendations regarding the annual operation, maintenance, and capital 
budget for the park system. 
 
(f)   User organizations rules and regulations.  User organizations based in the City of 
Terrell shall file with the Terrell Park Board the following:   
(1)   Copy of organization's constitution and by-laws and annual filing of amendments. 
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(2)   List of organization's officers by name, address and work/home telephone number to 
be filed annually. 
 
(g)   Absences.    
Members with three (3) consecutive unexcused absences per calendar year from regular 
or posted meetings shall forfeit the unexpired portion of their term. 
 

ARTICLE II. 
 
All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such 
conflict, hereby repealed.

(a)   Planning And Zoning Commission created; composition.  There is hereby created a Planning 
And Zoning Commission which shall be composed of nine (9) members who shall be resident 
citizens, taxpayers and qualified voters of the city and who must meet the policy guidelines 
established by the City Council for all board members of the City. 
   
(b)   Appointment and terms of members.  Members of the commission shall be appointed by a 
majority vote of the City Council.  All appointments to the Planning And Zoning Commission 
shall be for a term of two (2) years.  Vacancies on the Planning and Zoning Commission 
occurring other than through expiration shall be filled by the City Council for that portion of the 
unexpired term remaining. 
 
Term Limitations.  No appointed office holder shall serve more than three (3) consecutive terms 
in the position to which the office holder was appointed. 
 
(c)   Election of officers and adoption of rules.  The Planning And Zoning Commission shall elect 
a chairperson and vice chairperson from its membership and shall have the power to make rules, 
regulations and bylaws for its own government, which shall conform as nearly as possible with 
those governing the city council and shall be subject to approval of such city council. Such 
bylaws shall include, among other items, provisions for:   
(1)   Regular and special meetings, open to the public; 
(2)   Records of its proceedings, to be open for inspection by the public; 
(3)   Reporting to the governing body and the public, from time to time and annually; and 
(4)   For the holding of public hearings on its recommendations. 
 
(d)   Duty to prepare master plan and zoning ordinance; other duties.  The Planning And Zoning 
Commission shall have the power and it shall be its duty to make and recommend for adoption a 
master plan, as a whole or in parts, for the future development and redevelopment of the 
municipality and its environs and shall have power and it shall be its duty to prepare a 
comprehensive plan and ordinance for zoning the city in accordance with Chapter 283, Acts of 
the Regular Session of the Legislature, 1927, (Articles 1011a to 1011j, Vernon's Revised Civil 
Statutes). The Commission shall perform such other duties as may be prescribed by ordinance or 
state law.  
 
(e) Employment powers.  The Planning And Zoning Commission shall have power to employ 
such qualified persons as may be necessary for the proper conduct and undertakings of the 
commission and to pay for their services and such other necessary expense, provided that the cost 
of such services and expenses shall not exceed the amount appropriated by the City Council for 
the use of the Commission. 
 
(f)  Absence.  Members with three (3) consecutive unexcused absences per calendar year 
from regular or posted meetings shall forfeit the unexpired portion of their term. 
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ARTICLE II.
