AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, TEXAS, AMENDING

ORDINANCES;, ADDING RULES REGARDING CERTAIN LICENSING
EXEMPTIONS AS PROVIDED BY TITLE 8, OCCUPATIONS CODE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS (SECTIONS 1301, 1302 & 1305) AS THEY PERTAIN TO
MAINTENANCE PERSONNEL AND RESIDENTIAL HOMESTEADS;
PROVIDING FOR THE CONTINUATION AND ADOPTION BY REFERENCE
OF THE 2008 NATIONAL ELECTRICAL CODE (NEC), 2009 INTERNATIONAL
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CODE COUNCIL BUILDING CODES (ICC) AND NATIONAL FIRE
PROTECTION ASSOCIATION CODES (NFPA) AND CERTAIN LOCAL
AMENDMENTS AS ENUMERATED HEREIN; PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY;
PROVIDING FOR A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; A REPEALER CLAUSE; AND
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Texas has adopted the National Electrical
Code (NEC), International Building Codes and National Fire Protection Association
Codes as the official building codes to be used in the State of Texas in order to establish
the minimum requirements to safeguard the public health, safety, and welfare through
structural strength, means of egress, stability, sanitation, adequate light and ventilation,
energy conservation, and safety to life and property from fire and other hazards attributed
to the built environment, and

WHEREAS, recent emergency events have occurred involving apartment fires,
mechanical equipment failures during extreme weather events, electrocution hazards and
other life safety hazards caused by work performed by unqualified or unlicensed
maintenance personnel, business owners or property owners; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Terrell has determined that it is in the best
interest of the City and its' citizens to require that appropriate building standards and
codes be applied to any person, owner or authorized agent who intends to construct,
enlarge, alter, repair, move, demolish or change the occupancy of a building or structure,
or to erect, install, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert or replace any fire
alarm/suppression, electrical, gas, mechanical or plumbing system in order to eliminate
the detrimental and negative impacts upon the public health, safety, or welfare;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF TERRELL, TEXAS:

ARTICLE I.
The City of Terrell, Texas hereby adopts by reference the following standardized codes,
rules and regulations propounded by the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA)
and International Code Council (ICC), more specifically as follows:

ARTICLEIII.
Amend the Code of Ordinances as follows:

(a) All references to Ordinance numbers regarding adopted building or fire codes
within the body or footnotes of the Revised Code of Ordinances or other
ordinances shall be superseded by this Ordinance upon approval and adoption.

ARTICLE IV.

All Electrical, Mechanical, Plumbing and Structural work performed in the City of
Terrell shall comply with the following rules:

(a) All Electrical work performed in the City of Terrell shall only be done under
licensed electricians.

1. All electrical work that is required to be performed in compliance with the
adopted National Electrical Code (NEC) (Article 90) shall only be done by
registered and bonded licensed electricians on the job site while any
electrical work isin progress.

2. The minimum licensing requirements to pull permits for all residential and
commercial electrical work including new construction, remodels,
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alterations, additions and repairs shall be a Master Electrician. A Master

Electrician may designate individuals who are authorized to pull permits
provided they are authorized in writing on a form provided by the City.
Exemptions stated under Chapter 1305.003 of the Texas Occupations Code
regarding electrical work performed at a homestead by a homeowner shall
not apply within the corporate city limits of Terrell.

3. The minimum licensing requirements to perform electrical work as a
maintenance employee of any facility that has residents, students, guests or
tenants who stay overnight or have sleeping quarters, such as aHotel, Moted,
Nursing Home, Hospital, College Dormitory, Group Home, Townhomes or
Multifamily Units (Apartments) shall be a Texas Maintenance Electrician
License. Exemptions stated under Chapter 1305.003 of the Texas
Occupations Code regarding electrical work performed in the above listed
facilities shall not apply within the corporate city limits of Terrell.

4. All maintenance personnel performing electrical work for any of the
facilities listed in item 3 above shall be required to register with the City of
Terrell Municipal Development Department and present proof of either a
Texas Maintenance Electrician, Journeyman or Master Electrician's License.

5. All electrical work performed by maintenance personnel shall be subject to
ingpection by the Building Official or his designee. No fees shall be
required for maintenance work; however, any electrical work required by
the adopted codes to otherwise be permitted shall be inspected by the
Building Official or his designee.

6. Major renovations, remodeling, expansions, additions or new construction,
however, shall only be performed under a permit issued to a Master
Electrician and their licensed employees subject to normal permits and fees.

(b) All plumbing work performed in the City of Terrell shall only be done under
licensed plumbers.

1. All plumbing work that is required to be performed in compliance with the
adopted International Plumbing Code shall only be done by registered and
bonded licensed plumbers on the job site while any plumbing work is in
progress.

2. The minimum licensing requirements to pull permits for all residential and
commercial plumbing work including new construction, remodels,
alterations, additions, and repairs shall be a Master Plumber. A Master
Plumber may designate individuals who are authorized to pull permits
provided they are authorized in writing on a form provided by the City.
Exemptions stated under Chapter 1301.051, and 1301.053 of the Texas
Occupations Code regarding plumbing work shall be permissible except
no work on any fuel gas system shall be performed by any unlicensed
person, property/business owner, homeowner or maintenance person
within the City of Terrell.
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3. Mgor renovations, remodeling, expansions, additions, or new

construction, however, shall only be performed under a permit issued to a
Master Plumber and their licensed employees.

All mechanical work performed in the City of Terrell shall only be done under
licensed mechanical contractors.

1. All mechanical work that is required to be performed in compliance with
the adopted International Mechanical Code shall only be done by
registered and bonded licensed mechanical contractors on the job site
while any mechanical work isin progress.

2. The minimum licensing requirements to pull permits for all residential and
commercial mechanical work including new construction, remodels,
alterations, additions and repairs shall be a State Mechanical Contractor's
license. A Mechanical Contractor may designate individuals who are
authorized to pull permits provided they are authorized in writing on a
form provided by the City. Exemptions stated under Chapter 1302.052,
1302.053 and 1302.054 of the Texas Occupations Code regarding
mechanical work shall be permissible except no work on any fuel gas
system shall be performed by any unlicensed person, property/business
owner, homeowner or maintenance person within the City of Terrell.

3. Mgjor renovations, remodeling, expansions, additions or new construction,
however, shall only be performed under a permit issued to a Licensed
Mechanical Contractor and their licensed employees.

(d) Regardless of the trade, no apprentice or trainee shall be allowed to perform any

work without the direct onsite supervision of a Master or Journeyman tradesman.

All structural work including alterations, repairs, remodels, additions or new
construction shall be performed in accordance with sealed plans of a design
professional licensed by the State of Texas except for work using conventional
prescribed methods as delineated in the adopted codes and approved by the
Building Official.

All contractors performing work within the city limits of the City of Terrell shall
register with the Municipal Development Department and shall be required to
show proof of a certificate of liability insurance or bond, State license if
applicable, and picture identification with contact information.

1. A minimum certificate of liability insurance coverage is three hundred
thousand dollars ($300,000) per occurrence or a five thousand dollar
($5,000) surety bond.

2. Registration is on an annual basis and fees shall be paid at the time of
registration in accordance with the adopted fee schedule. Fees may be
subject to exemptions in accordance with State Law.

3. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to represent
himself or themselves as a registered contractor within the City, unless
said person, firm or corporation is, in fact registered with the City.
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(9) Regardless of whether any person, homeowner, property owner, firm, corporation,
contractor, licensed tradesman is working under a valid permit, registration and
license or is working under an exemption which waives the requirement for
permits, registration or licenses, the Building Official shall have the authority to
revoke permits or stop any work if the work is not being performed in accordance
with the adopted codes or presents any danger, hazard or other life safety issuesto
the health, safety and welfare of the public.

ARTICLE V.

These enumerated Rules, Codes, Appendices, and Amendments are hereby adopted by
the City of Terrell, Texas, and shall remain on file in the Municipal Development
Department office and the same are hereby adopted and incorporated as fully as if set out
a length herein, and the provisions thereof shall be controlling in the areas governed.
These Codes include provisions for certain penalty provisions, which are in addition to
but not in conflict with those provisions for penalties and fines as found in the Code of
Ordinances of the City of Terrell, Texas, and shall be expressly adopted along with any
general provisions contained herein.

ARTICLE VI.

It is further ordained that the Codes adopted by reference herein shall include any and all
applicable amendments or supplements thereto presently in existence or prepared in the
future, thereby being revised periodically.

ARTICLE VII.

It is hereby declared to be the intention of the City Council that the sections, paragraphs,
sentences, clauses, and phrases of this Ordinance are severable and, if any phrase, clause,
sentence, paragraph, or section of this Ordinance shall be declared unconstitutional by the
valid judgment or decree of any court of competent jurisdiction, such unconstitutionality
shall not affect any of the remaining phrases, clauses, sentences, paragraphs, and sections
of this Ordinance, since the same would have been enacted by the City Council without
the incorporation in this Ordinance of any such unconstitutional phrase, clause, sentence,
paragraph, or section.

ARTICLE VIII.

This Ordinance shall become and be effective immediately from and after its adoption
and publication, asthe law and Charter in such cases provide.

ARTICLEIX.

All Ordinances or part of Ordinances in conflict herewith are, to the extent of such
conflict, hereby repealed.

ARTICLE X.

PENALTY. Any person or corporation violating any of the provisions of this Ordinance
shall, upon conviction, be fined any sum not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00)
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and each and every day that the provisions of this Ordinance are violated shall constitute

a separate and distinct offense. Nothing contained herein shall prevent the City of Terrell
from taking such other lawful action as is deemed necessary to prevent or remedy any
violation.

ARTICLE XI.

This Ordinance will take effect immediately from and after its passage and the
publication of the caption, as the law in such case provides.

signs giving notice thereof are erected at such intersection or other place or part of the
street or highway;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF TERRELL, TEXAS:

SECTION 1.

Based upon an engineering and traffic investigation heretofore made as authorized
by the provisions of Section 169(b) of Article 6701 d, Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes, the
prima facie speed limits hereafter indicated for vehicles are hereby determined and
declared to be reasonable and safe; and such speed limits are hereby fixed at the rate of
speed indicated for vehicles traveling upon the named streets and highways, or parts
thereof, described:

That from and after the date of the passage of this speed zone ordinance, no motor
vehicle shall be operated along and upon State Highway No. 34, within the corporate
limits of the City of Terrell, in excess of the speed limits set forth in the Speed Study
attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and by reference made a part hereof.

SECTION 2.

The City Manager is hereby authorized to cause appropriate signs indicating such
speed zones to be erected.

SECTION 3.

Any person violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined in any sum not to
exceed Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00).

Any person violating any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed
guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, shall be fined in any sum not to
exceed Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00).
