
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF TERRELL, TEXAS,
AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF TERRELL TO
PARTICIPATE IN THE TEXAS ENTERPRISE ZONE
PROGRAM UNDER THE TEXAS ENTERPRISE ZONE
ACT, CHAPTER 2303, TEXAS GOVERNMENT CODE;
PROVIDING TAX INCENTIVES; NOMINATING MADIX,
INC. TO THE OFFICE OF THE GOVERNOR ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT AND TOURISM THROUGH THE
ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BANK (THE “BANK”) FOR
DESIGNATION AS AN ENTERPRISE PROJECT UNDER
THE ACT; DESIGNATING A LIAISON FOR OVERSEEING
ENTERPRISE PROJECTS AND COMMUNICATING WITH
INTERESTED PARTIES.

WHEREAS, the City of Terrell, Texas (the “City”) desires to create the proper economic
and social environment to induce the investment of private resources in productive business
enterprises located in severely distressed areas of the City and to provide employment to
residents of those areas; and

WHEREAS, the project or activity is located in an area designated as an enterprise zone; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 2303, Subchapter F of the Act, Madix, Inc. (“Madix”) has
applied to the City for designation as an enterprise project; and

WHEREAS, with proper notice to the public, a public hearing to consider this Ordinance
was held on May 15, 2014, during a meeting of the Terrell City Council, in the City Council
Chambers in the Terrell City Hall at which all interested persons were allowed to appear and be
heard; and

WHEREAS, the City Council have determined that passage of this Ordinance would best
serve public health, necessity and convenience and the general welfare of the City and its
citizens.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
TERRELL, TEXAS:

SECTION 1. As required by Section 2303.4051 (b) of the Act, the local incentives identified
and summarized briefly in the attached Exhibit “ A”, at the election of the governing body, are or
will be made available to the nominated Project or activity of the qualified business.

SECTION 2. The City finds that Madix, Inc. (“Madix”) meets the criteria for designation as an
enterprise project under the Act on the following grounds:

(a) Madix is a “qualified business” under Section 2303.402 of the Act because it is
engaged in the active conduct of a trade or business at a qualified business site
within the governing body’s jurisdiction located inside of an enterprise zone and
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at least twenty-five (25%) percent of its new employees at the qualified business
site will be residents of an enterprise zone in this state or are economically
disadvantaged individuals;

(b) There has been and will continue to be a high level of cooperation between
public, private and neighborhood entities within the jurisdiction of the City;

(c) The designation of Madix as an enterprise project will contribute significantly to
the achievement of the plans of the City for development and revitalization of the
area in which the enterprise project will be located; and

SECTION 3. The City nominates Madix as an Enterprise Project under the Act and designates
the Mayor of the City of Terrell or his designee as liaison to oversee enterprise projects
nominated by the City and to perform the other duties described in Section 2303.204 of the Act.
The City authorizes the Mayor of the City of Terrell or his designee to file an application
requesting designation of Madix as an Enterprise Project with the Bank, and to execute all
documents and agreements necessary to process the application. Further, the City directs the
Mayor of the City of Terrell or his designee to submit to the Bank the information required by
Section 2303.4052 of the Act.

SECTION 4. That the enterprise zone project shall take effect on the date of designation of the
enterprise project by the agency and terminate five (5) years after date of designation.

SECTION 8. The enterprise zone areas within the City are reinvestment zones in accordance
with the Texas Tax Code, Chapter 312.

The City may provide property tax
reductions. City-wide

Financing

Tax Increment Reinvestment Zones
have been established in Terrell. City-wide

4 Freeport Exemption
Freeport Exemptions may be offered
within Terrell. City-wide

5

Economic
Development Sales
Tax (Type A)
Contribution

The City may provide tax incentives via
the contributions collected by the Terrell
Economic Development Corporation. City-wide

6 Chapter 380/381
The City may offer incentives under a
Chapter 380 Agreement. City-wide

Other Tax Deferrals,
Tax Refunds or Tax
Incentives The City may offer other incentives. City-wide

8
Zoning
Changes/Variances

The City may provide regulatory relief
to businesses, including variances. City-wide

9
Building Code
Exemptions

The City may provide regulatory relief
to businesses, including justifiable
exemptions from certain building code
requirements. City-wide

10
Impact/ Inspection Fee
Relief

The City may provide
financial/regulatory relief to businesses,
including impact fees or inspection fees. City-wide

11 Streamlined Permitting

The City may establish simplified,
accelerated or other special permit
procedures. City-wide

12
Improved Fire and/or
Police Protection

The City may provide enhanced
municipal services to businesses,
including improved police and/or fire
protection. City-wide

13
Community Crime
Prevention Programs

The City may provide enhanced
municipal services to businesses,
including institution of community
crime prevention programs. City-wide

Special Public
Transportation Routes
or Reduced Fares

The City may provide enhanced
municipal services to businesses,
including special public transportation
routes or reduced fares. City-wide

15

Capital Improvements
In Water and Sewer
Facilities

The City can provide improvements in
community facilities, including capital
improvements in water and sewer
facilities. City-wide

16 Road Repair

The City can provide improvements in
community facilities, including road
repair City-wide

17
Creation or
Improvement of Parks

The City can provide improvements in
community facilities, including creation
or improvement of parks. City-wide

18

Low-Interest Loans for
Housing Rehabilitation
or New Construction

The City may provide improvements to
housing, including low-interest loans for
housing rehabilitation or new
construction. City-wide

19

Transfer Abandoned
Housing to Individuals
or Community Groups

The City may provide abandoned
housing to individuals or community
groups. City-wide

20
Low-Interest Loans for
Business

The City may provide low-interest loans
to business. City-wide

21

Use of Surplus School
Buildings for
Incubators

The City may use surplus school
buildings for incubators as facilities may
be available from the ISD or
Community College. City-wide

22

Provision of Publicly
Owned Land for
Development Purposes

The City may provide publicly owned
land for development purposes. City-wide

23

One-Stop Permitting,
Problem Resolution
Center

The City may provide business and
industrial development services,
including creation of special one-stop
permitting and problem resolution
centers. City-wide

24
Promotion and
Marketing Services

The City may provide business and
industrial development services,
including promotion and marketing
services. City-wide

Job Training and
Employment Services

The City may provide training and
employment services. City-wide

26 Retraining Program
The City may provide retraining
programs. City-wide

Literacy and
Employment Skills
Services

The City may provide vocational
education. City-wide

Customized Job
Training

The City may provide customized job
training. City-wide
